"History: Between 1816 and 1833 the property was known as Seyliards and was owned by George Children of Ferrox Hall, Tonbridge. 

It would appear that all of George Children's land came to Mr Taylor who soon after sold 105 acres to mr Thomas Jervis who possible built the original potion of Fairhill House. 

1870 It is clear that the estate was bought by Lord Derby in 1870 together with the adjoining properties of Hollanden Farm, Great Trench, Horns Lodge, Great Forge Farm, Limes, Kent Lands and Hilden. " 

"A moderate house known as Fairhill in the Italian style f architecture".

Between 1884 and 1896 the original house was demolished and a new property erected. 

1909 The Honourable Earl of Derby sold the property in separate lots.

1984 The property was Listed Grade II on the 3rd May, 1984. 

"The former Coach House and stable block was completed in 1877: those passing through the courtyard to sessions at the court house would glance up at the magnificent antique turret clock and bell tower. Made by Thomas Cooke of Yorke, one of the foremost precision instrument makers of his day, the clock is one of only five still in existence in Kent, the closest being at Penshurst Place." First converted to a house in 1959.
